x Parts Required; Projector, 1 x OTP, 1 x ITP.

the left, using the width of your projector as a reference. The projector must fit within the
top plate assembly with room to attach the Inside & Outside arms.

x Secure using two of the included fasteners.

x Parts Required; Projector, 2 x OA, 2 x IA, 2 x OL, 2 x IL.
x Attach a pair of OA (Outside Arms) to the ITP, and a pair of IA (Inside Arms) to the OTP as

shown. Position to provide best fit on the projector.
x Secure using eight of the included fasteners.

xiNest d an I L (inside L) and an OL (outside L)
the resulting AUO assembly clears all protrus
close as possible. Secure together using one of the included fasteners.

x Repeat with the other IL & OL.

x Attach to OA & IA as shown, using four of the included fasteners.
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
